How To Display WarDriving NetStumbler Data onto MS MapPoint

Norm 5/12/2003

Need: NetStumbler, Microsoft Excel, Microsoft MapPoint (2001 or 2002), Internet access (after driving), PC (with wi-fi card), GPS, 12-volt inverter for PC (optional)

1. Connect GPS to laptop
2. Run NetStumbler, be sure to see Latitude/Longitude when find AP  (notes are for NS 0.3.30)
3. Drive around, when done,
4. NS: File, Save   (precautionary)
5. NS: File, Export, Summary, browse & enter a summary file name
6. Internet: http://netstumbler.com     Click MapPoint Converter
7. Internet NetStumbler.com: Browse to summary file exported above,   click Upload
8. Internet: Select all the outputted text, starting with line Latitude, Longitude, thru end of page
9. Internet: <Ctrl-C> as in Copy
10. Run MS Excel,   <Ctrl-V> as in paste into a New spread sheet
11. Excel: May need to delete top few rows, so row 1, cell A has string "Latitude"
12. Excel: May want to delete the MAC column, see step 19, should delete any incomplete rows
13. Excel: File, Save As, give it a meaningful name
14. Run MS MapPoint,  File, Import Data,  browse to Excel file saved above  (notes are for MP 2001)
15. MP: Select Sheet1
16. MP: Don't change anything, except SSID pull down should be changed to Name, click Finish
17. MP: Click in Push Pin Map, Finish
18. MP: Zoom into area drove in, should see Push Pins
19. MP: Double click a Push Pin. Should see SSID and MAC address, unless deleted it in step 12
